Debating and Public Speaking

Senior students continued to debate after school and took part in external competitions.  Several students travelled to Coleraine University with Mrs Carolan to participate in a whole day event organised by the ‘Institute of Ideas’.  Students also spoke in the Soroptomist Public Speaking competition and the Junior Chamber’s ‘Voice of The Future’ event.  

Whole School Council

The newly structured Whole School Council with its new members were elected in November. All of the election processes in school aim to mirror exactly what happens in the outside world so that students will feel more able to play a part in the democratic process when they reach the age of 18. 

Amnesty International

The Amnesty International Urgent Actions were used in a range of cases.  Senior students in Citizenship helped with peer-education by going into junior English classes to assist with the teaching of the Rights of the Child.  Geraldine Thompson received a special Amnesty nomination for her outstanding contribution to AQA A2 Citizenship.

Magistrates’ and Bar Mock Trial Competition

Students travelled with Foyle and Londonderry College to Laganside Courts in Belfast for the competition in which competitors played the roles of lawyers, witnesses and court officials.  The students enjoy the experience and the integration with Foyle & Londonderry College.  

International Visitors

Oakgrove has, once again, hosted a large number of international visitors and students in school have been involved in meeting these on every occasion.  This is an important part of developing students’ life skills of integration in its widest sense. Oakgrove said ‘Yes’ to every single such request.  Feedback from visitors has always been extremely positive about the school and the students, and students cite these visits as being very worthwhile to them.  Government cuts ended the annual visit by the Disaster, Vulnerability, Mitigation field study tour which we will miss after ten years of February visits.  

The Hands For A Bridge group continued to thrive with another group of Seattle students being hosted by Oakgrove families and taking part in a range of projects and visits.

Spirit of Enniskillen

Oakgrove’s relationship with the Spirit of Enniskillen Project continued.  Founded by Gordon Wilson in the aftermath of the 1987 Remembrance Day bombing, we commemorated the 20th anniversary of that event.  Several students were involved in residential workshops to learn about how people deal with difference and conflict.   There was also continued work with the Future Voices project which is made up of past participants in the Spirit of Enniskillen scheme.  Oakgrove led the request for further work with Spirit of Enniskillen to be developed locally.  Laura Johnston won a scholarship to travel abroad.  On several occasions, students availed of leadership training with the Spirit of Enniskillen, and past Oakgrove students have facilitated sessions for others.  Year 11 students have all worked in a Spirit of Enniskillen session supported by the Integrated Education Fund.

Peace and other School Links

Contact continues between Oakgrove and St Peter’s School Guildford.  We have continued other existing links and established new ones.  These have enabled Oakgrove to be awarded the International Schools Award; Planning for the Level 3 award will take place next year.

IEF/PACT Grant

Oakgrove was delighted to receive funding from a PACT (Promoting A Culture of Trust) grant.  This enables students from a range of schools to engage in several projects in which they can engage in dialogue about issues which divide.  These strands of work focus primarily on the interface area populated by some young people from Oakgrove, Lisneal and ICC.

UNICEF- Rights Respecting School Award

This award recognises the commitment of the school community to the values of the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child.  Oakgrove is awaiting assessment for the Level 2 Award.  Preparation for the award is part of the school’s post-inspection Positive Behaviour work.

Book Clubs and Book Fair

Oakgrove continued to promote the book clubs, generating free books for the school and promoting good reading habits.  The Book Fair remains an extremely popular event and it was open to parents to browse with students after school.

Homework Club

There is a very successful homework club which runs after school Monday – Thursday.  Here students can do their homework, seek advice from the teacher supervising the club or work on the computers.  These are networked so are very useful for research.

The club was used extensively during the year by a large number of students.  It was particularly popular as assessment deadlines approached.  Some departments organised project work competitions and again the homework club facilities were important.

Sports Report 2010 - 2011

The College extra-curricular sports activities have gone from strength to strength this year will a great number of pupils taking up new sports and continuing to participate in the establish sports.

The sports on offer for the pupils are: Soccer, Rugby, Gaelic, Archery, Tennis, Netball, Cricket, Girls Soccer, Cross Country and Athletics.

The boys’ soccer teams recorded a number of successes this year in particular the Under 16 boy’s soccer team who won their local league for the second year running.

This same group of boys made it through to the semi final stage of the Northern Ireland School cup beating well known football schools such as the Boy’s Model.

Loughlain Toland was selected to play for the Northern Ireland U16 squad where he made a number of appearances throughout the 2011 season.

The Intermediate boys cross country team qualified for the Ulster finals in Mallusk, finishing in Silver medal position in the district.  However, it was JP Williamson who stole the show picking up a silver medal in the district senior boys, the Ulster schools final and a Silver medal at the all Ireland finals.  JP followed this up with a silver medal in the 3000m in the Ulster schools track and field competition and a silver medal at the Irish schools final in Tullymore County Offaly.  

We once again hosted the local primary school and secondary schools Derry Cross Country Championships which over 250 primary school pupils and 150 secondary school pupils participate in.  The top six finishers in the post primary received a trophy while the top ten pupils in the primary schools received a medal.

The school netball teams played in 3 divisions of the league this year with the minor girl’s team qualifying for the Derry area finals of the Northern Ireland Schools Netball League.  The minor girl’s netball team was invited this year to help launch the new Netball Northern Ireland Corporate Logo before the European Championships in Antrim Forum.  The girls got to meet some of the players and were photographed with the NI netball president and coach.

Rachel Donaghey, Jolene Dune Samantha Jamison, Beth Hugill, Aoife Curran, Beth Cregan and Jenny Gillespie were selected to represent Northern Ireland Regional squads in their respective age groups and the girls all played in the Youth Games finals in Queens University 

A number of Athletes travelled to Antrim Forum to compete in the District School Championships.  JP Williamson, Scott Graydon, David Mc Faul and Jarlath Canning all qualified for the Ulster schools final while JP qualified for the Irish Schools final.

A large number of girls made up the athletic team who took part in The County Derry Schools Athletic Championships.  The girls picked up a number of medals on the day, including 4 gold, 3 silver and 3 bronze medals.    

The girl’s soccer teams at Under 15 and Under 13 level competed in both the Northern Ireland cup and league competition and travelled across Northern Ireland to play their matches.

Aoife Curran once again was selected to represent the Northern Ireland U16 Soccer team and was also name captain of the squad.  Aoife scored the winning goal against England and picked up player of the game and indeed was selected player of the Home Nation’s championships.

Both Molly Mc Bride and Aiveen Laverty were selected to represent the full Northern Ireland team in the 2011 season.

The U13 and 15 Cricket teams played in the Developing Schools Cricket Leagues The team travelled to Omagh, Portora, Fivemiletown, St. Columbs College and St Patrick’s & St Brigid’s College.

Overall the U13 and U15 teams were joint winners of the league with notable performances from Conor Olphert and Nathan Cole.

Eight of our Year 11 boys took part in the Ulster GAA Cuchulainn Cup Competition.  They joined pupils from St Columbs College to form the Foyle Cuchulainns to play in the cross-community event, taking on five other teams and emerging as winners.

Curriculum Report 2010 – 2011

The inspection took place during the year and found the majority of teaching and learning to be in the top range. Following the inspection, a new action plan focusing specifically on Teaching For Learning was established and a major review of teaching and learning was carried out.  Plans were made for a full curricular audit at all key stages next academic year.

There has been ongoing work to develop the ICT networks and to increase access of students and staff to the widest range of networks and resources.  This will increase the access to Learning Resources, Internet, e-mail, online courses etc.  

There have been ongoing developments of ICT tasks by all departments with a focus on creative use of ICT as part of the PRSD process.

The ICT clubs continue further to enhance pupils’ interest in ICT. 

Curriculum Developments

The Key Stage 4 Vocational programme in conjunction with NWRC continued for Years 11 & 12 but is not proposed to run in the next year.  Post-inspection review led us to review arrangements for the one day per week work experience.  We continue to offer a broad and balanced curriculum across all Key Stages and a wide variety of subjects at Post 16 level.  The relatively Occupational Studies Engineering continues to thrive in Years 11 and 12, offering students vocational opportunities within school.  Horticulture in Year 9 has been rolled on into Year 10; we hope that this might grow into a GCSE course.  

Assessment
Strategies for Assessment for Learning continue to refined as the curricular changes are consolidated.  These are among the matters related to teaching and learning regularly considered by the Heads of Department Forum.

Teaching and Learning

As part of the evaluation of teaching and learning in the revised curriculum, school leaders devised a format for working with students to evaluate learning.  An audit of the Key Stage 3 provision took place with Vice Principals and HoDs interviewing all Year 10 students in focus groups.  Following the Inspection, Noreen Carolan assumed Leadership responsibility for Teaching for Learning and works with John Harkin and HoDs to implement this.

Collaboration

Oakgrove continues its involvement in collaborating with other schools in the delivery of the curriculum.  Collaboration means schools working together to share resources and expertise.  Oakgrove remains committed to this opportunity to build cross-community understanding into this new partnership.  We have helped in the organising of two welcome workshops for collaboration students and are planning further shared work for next year.

Pastoral Care Committee

The Board of Governors, in reviewing the Positive Behaviour Policy and the Sanctions & Suspension Policies, agreed to amend the Policies to include an extra stage when managing pupil problematic behaviour.  This extra stage would authorise the Principal, at her discretion, to refer pupils under consideration to the Chair of the Pastoral Care Committee.  The Chair would then interview the parents with a view to seeing the pupil individually.  The purpose of this meeting would be to work with the parents and pupil to resolve any issues identified without necessitating an immediate and more final meeting with the Pastoral Care Committee itself.

Having reviewed all policies and procedures in the previous year, there was no need for any other meetings of the committee during the year.
